Relocation to a Live/Work Facility: Current Studio/Work Space

When asked about their current studio or work space, 61% of the interested artists indicated
that they currently do not have space they use specifically for their arts activities (Table 18).

Many of the interested artists (46%) use space within their home, while one-quarter do not
have the space they need for their art. 9% rent or own studio or work space outside their
homes, and 14% have work space that is provided free of charge.

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Relocation to a Live/Work Facility: Current Living Arrangements

The artists were asked to respond to questions regarding their current living arrangements.

Over one-third of the interested artists do not live with other adults (Table 20). 72% do not
have children residing with them in their home.

The amounts currently paid for housing vary widely. Half of the interested artists pay up to
$600 per month, while 29% pay between $600 and $1,000 per month (Table 22). 8%
currently do not pay any amount for their housing,.

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Studio/Work Space Rental

In addition to assessing the artists’ interest in potential live/ work space in a new multi-use arts community,
the survey also asked the artists about their interest in renting studio or work space. The data in this section
pertains to those artists who expressed an interest in renting studio space in a new arts facility.

182 artists (56%) indicated an interest in renting studio or work space in a new arts facility in
Billings (Figure 4). Of the artists interested in studio rental, 78 were interested only in
renting studio space, while 104 were interested in bo¢h studio rental and potential live/work
space. (As noted previously, for the 104 artists interested in both relocation and rental, it
may be reasonable to assume they would choose ezzher studio rental or live/work space, but

not both.)

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Studio/Work Space Rental: Needs and Preferences

The amount of space required by the artists interested in studio rental varies considerably.
49% need 350 square feet or less, 26% require between 351 and 650 square feet, and 10%
need more than 1,000 square feet (Table 27).

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Interest in Additional Contact or Participation

At the end of the survey, respondents were asked if they were interested in being contacted
or wanted to be involved in the study and proposed project in Billings. The survey
respondents could sign up for additional contact regardless of their interest in relocation to
or rental of space in a new arts facility.

Of the survey respondents (321):

231 (72%) indicated they would be interested in receiving further information about
this project.

92 (29%) indicated they would be interested in being added to a waiting list for the

project.
116 (36%) indicated they would be interested in volunteering for the project.

57 (18%) indicated they would be interested in securing a space in the project with a
letter of interest and/or deposit.
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Summary of Survey Results — Arts Organizations and Interested
Businesses

Representatives of arts organizations and creative businesses were asked to complete the Survey of Arts
Organizations and Interested Businesses. The data in this section pertains to those organizations that
expressed an interest in utilizing some type of space in a new multi-use arts community.

Surveys were completed by representatives of 58 arts organizations and interested
businesses.

Respondents from 35 of these organizations or businesses indicated an interest in
utilizing some type of space in a new arts facility. Of these 35 interested organizations and
businesses:

= Twenty-seven indicated that their organization or business would be interested in

relocating to, expanding into or launching a new enterprise in a new, multi-use arts
facility in Billings, MT.

= Twenty-eight indicated their organization or business would be interested in renting
space on a short-term or occasional basis in a new, multi-use arts facility in Billings.
Rental space could include performance, production, exhibit, or other types of space.
(Note:  Only arts or arts-related organizations and businesses were asked about their interest in
rental).

* Twenty indicated that their organization would be interested in both relocation and
short-term rental. These organizations may be interested in one option or the other,
or in a combination of permanent space and short-term rental.

The respondents were asked to identify their position in their organization or business. 20 of
the interested respondents identified themselves as Owner, 5 as Board Chair/Board
Member, 4 as Artistic/Creative Director, and 2 as an Executive/CEO.

A wide range of organizations and businesses expressed interest in the new facility:

= Approximately half (18) of the interested organizations are for-profit businesses. 8
are 501(c)(3) or other nonprofit organizations, and 4 have not yet determined their
business structure.

= Approximately half (18) are primarily arts and cultural organizations, while 16 are
arts-related organizations or businesses (e.g., gallery, music store, art supply, design firm,
etc.). 11is not an arts organization or arts-related business.
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The arts and arts-related organizations interested in the new arts facility represent a wide
variety of arts disciplines and services (Table 31). The most common include arts
education/instruction, art gallery, painting/drawing, and photography.

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Of the 35 organizations or businesses interested in utilizing some type of space in a new arts
facility:

* Nearly half (16) have annual budgets that are yet to be determined. 7 have
annual budgets of $10,000 or less, while 6 have operating budgets between
$100,000 and $500,000 annually. 2 have annual budgets over $500,000.

= Many (13) of the interested organizations have no full-time or part-time
employees, and may be supported entirely by volunteers. 15 have one to five
full-time employees.

= Approximately half (18) attract one to twenty-five visitors, customers, or patrons
on a daily basis, while ten have no daily visitors, customers, or patrons. Four
have over 100 visitors, customers, or patrons daily.

* Many of the organizations host public or private events. 17 host small events
(1 — 50 people) one to three times per year. Over one-third (13) host at least one
large event annually attended by over 300 people.

= 12 are established organizations or businesses that have been in existence for
more than ten years, 6 have been in business for six to ten years, and 16 have
been in existence for five years or less.

* The majority are anticipating increases in their operating budget (25), audience/
constituency population (25), and/or range of services (23) over the next three
years. 15 anticipate increases in space requirements and 14 in staff size during
this time. Most others anticipate no changes in these areas.

® 8 of the interested organizations currently have plans to relocate, 8 have plans to
expand or open additional space, and 6 have plans to launch a new enterprise.
Most of the organizations plan to make these changes during the next year, or
have the flexibility to respond when space becomes available.

Many types of space are required by the 35 interested organizations (The 20 organizations
interested in bozh relocation and short-term rental #ay or may not be interested in the same
type of space whether they relocate to or rent space in a new facility).

Of the 27 organizations or businesses interested in relocation to a new arts facility,
approximately half require gallery/display space (Table 32). Other common types of space
needed include administrative space, a conference/meeting room, and retail space.

46 of the organizations
or businesses represented (79%) indicated they would be interested in receiving further
information.
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Appendix A: Survey Methodology

Artspace Projects Inc. and Swan Research and Consulting designed two surveys for use in
this study, utilizing review and input from representatives of the Urban Design Committee,
Billings City Council and Downtown Billings Partnership. The Survey of Artists’ Space
Needs & Preferences (artist survey) was designed for individual artists, and addressed four
areas of interest, including current living and working information; preferences for living and
work space; demographic information; and the respondent’s personal interest in relocation
to an artists” live/work community, or rental of space in a new arts facility. The second
survey, the Survey of Arts Organizations & Interested Businesses (organization survey), was
intended for representatives of arts and cultural organizations and creative businesses. This
survey included questions about the organization or business, existing plans for relocation
and/or expansion, space preferences and needs, and interest in tenancy or rental of space in
a new multi-use arts facility.

In October 2008, approximately 3,800 postcards were mailed to artists and arts organizations
inviting them to participate in the surveys and providing them with the link to access the
surveys online. The Urban Design Committee, the Billings City Council, and the Downtown
Billings Partnership identified the artists and organizations through their affiliation with
various arts organizations and cultural activities in the city of Billings and the surrounding
region. An additional 1,800 postcards were distributed to local and regional arts groups for
mailing or hand distribution. Information regarding the survey was also disseminated directly
by community partners and arts groups via other means (email, websites, etc.). Reminder
postcards were sent in a second mailing in November 2008. Information about the survey
was also provided at a public meeting, and in local print and television coverage.

The survey was available for approximately nine weeks via the Internet through a
transformation to web-format by MarketTools utilizing the zTelligence Internet survey
application. The survey was also available over the telephone for those without access to the
Internet. Once the website was accessed, the respondent was given the option of completing
the artist survey, the organization survey, or both surveys, and then directed step-by-step
through survey completion. Individual artists were assured that their responses to the artist
survey would be maintained in confidence. Respondents to the organization survey were
informed that their responses would only be reviewed by those directly involved in the

project.

321 individuals completed the artist survey. 64 representatives of arts organizations or
businesses completed the organization survey. The response rates obtained in these surveys
are consistent with response rates obtained in surveys that have comparable methodology,
narrow content and long length.

The organization survey was completed by more than one representative from four
organizations, resulting in two or more completed surveys for these entities. The
”duplicate” surveys were reviewed and surveys were removed from the final data set so that
summary statistics included in this report were based on a single survey from each
organization or business (58 in total)
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The survey samples, as obtained from mailing lists of various arts organizations, are samples
of convenience. While believed to be grossly representative of the target population (all
artists and arts organizations in and around the area), generalization of the findings to these
broader populations should be conducted with utmost caution. Because of the non-random
nature of the sample, the data reported include only descriptive statistics. Substantial
differences in numbers and percentages are deemed meaningful, as are patterns in the data.
As with any measurement tool, some error is inherent; small group differences or
percentages should be interpreted carefully.
